· books – book recommendations and discussion (unsubscribe)

· camping – planning the annual last-weekend-of-July whole-church campout (unsubscribe)

· welcoming – ideas, discussion of what we do to be a welcoming congregation in terms of sexual identity (unsubscribe)

· earthbased – for those interested in the earth based worship traditions (unsubscribe)

· ya – young adult interests (unsubscribe)
· yruu - Senior Youth Group grades 9-12 (unsubscribe)
·  jy - Junior Youth Group grades 6-8 (unsubscribe)
· musician - for musicians of all levels and fields (unsubscribe)

To put yourself on any of these lists, send email to announce-subscribe@wuuc.org (substitute the name of the group you want for announce).  Everybody should at least sign up for announce; nothing but important church announcements is there.  Almost everybody should sign up for wuuc; the rest are purely optional.  To take yourself off any list, send email to camping-unsubscribe@wuuc.org (substitute your group for camping).

There are some other lists specific to committees, classes and groups to which you will be introduced if you are an appropriate member.  For example, the Senior and Junior youth groups each have their own email list.

Suggested etiquette:

· anger and negative emotions are easier to transmit and receive via email than positive ones; they seem to be amplified.  Therefore, if you read an email and it infuriates you, 

· don’t respond in haste.

· If you respond at all, respond only to the writer, not the whole list, and 

· edit your message a day or two later before you send it to make sure you don’t sound worse than you intend.

· On the other hand, if you mean warm kindness, feel free to exaggerate.  Email does not transmit your smile, so you have to make up for that lack.
